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Transpose Import File Structure

Transpose uses the following file format

If transactions are being imported as Sales Invoices, rather than Audit File Transaction, the Transaction (Invoice) Reference field will be used as the Line 50 Order Number. Sage Line 50 optionally generates the actual Invoice Number when the Invoice is created

The Extra Reference field can be used to import a Customer Reference. 

Transpose currently supports the following Transaction Types :-


SI, SC, SA, PI, PC, JC, JD , BP, BR, CP, CR, VP, VR

Highlighted fields are optional and extend the standard Sage Line 50 Import format. Project fields are used to post transactions to the relevant Project if required. The remaining fields are used to dynamically create new accounts. At the minimum an Account Name is required to create an Account.

The Email Address field is also used to “match” accounts held in an external application with Sage Accounts where the actual Sage Account Reference is not known. Line 50 Sales Accounts are searched to find the email address and if found that Account Reference is used. If more than one account for the same email address is found data validation will raise an error.

If the extended fields are being used Transpose must either be set to specify the Import Type or Auto Detection using File Names must be set (in this mode the filename determines the type of Import to be performed)
