Transpose Export and Import Options Guide


Transpose Export and Import Option

In addition to importing Transactions into Sage Line 50 Transpose Revision 7 can also Export Account, Product and Invoice data in XML format.

Transpose Revision 8 can Export Sales, Customer, Product, Sales Invoices, Purchase Orders, Header Data and Sales, Purchase and Stock Memos in XML Format

Transpose uses Export File Maps to define the fields that are to included in the Exports when they are processed. Use the Settings -> Export File Mapping option to set the Export Map  
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The Export Map lists all the fields in the selected Sage File. 
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Select the fields required by using Add, Insert and Remove Field buttons. The Export may be Test Run by using the Run XML Export command button.

By default the export files will be placed in the Transout \ Export folder. This location can be changed by using the Settings -> Import Parameters -> Import File Spec Tab.

Once the Export Maps have been defined the Exports can be run from the Transpose Tools Menu
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The Export Stock, Sales and Purchase options will run the associated Export
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The Export Sales Invoices menu option will display a dialogue where the criteria for the Export can be specified. The criteria can also be saved. The Saved criteria will be used when the Invoice Export is run from the Transpose Command Line. 

The following Export types can be run from the Transpose Command Line.

/C = Customer Export

/T = Product Export

/X = Invoice Export

Revision 8 can run all available Exports from the Command Line

The Product Export can also be run automatically after an import has completed by specifying the option on Import Parameters -> Schedule Tab

The XML field names in general correspond to the internal Sage Field Name. For Sage Invoices you may also select the option to Export the Item lines. Note that you may not select the field names that are to be exported for the Item lines ; all fields will be included in the Export. 

XML Import Format Examples

Transpose can import files in XML format as well as CSV. In general the Import Process converts the XML file to the expected CSV Import Format prior to importing the data. Most of the Exported XML files can be simply re-imported without modification.

Invoice XML Import

Stock Invoices can also be imported via XML. The fields that can be imported closely match the CSV Stock Invoice File Import Definition.

Note that the Invoice_Type_Code is SI or SC. The value for this field when an XML file has been exported from Sage will be numeric. (0, 1 and 2 are Invoices, 3 and 4 are Credits). Other values indicate other type of Invoice Documents such as a Proforma. 

Transpose automatically converts values in the range 0 – 4 to SI and SC as appropriate on Import. Transpose will generate a warning for any fields that are present in the XML Import file but not supported by the Import.
