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Transpose is a packaged solution designed to import a wide variety of transactions into Sage Line 50 from CSV, XML or Database Tables. Most applications, including Microsoft Excel, can save files in CSV format. 

Transpose can be run manually, on a scheduled basis or directly from the Command Line allowing full integration with other applications. The Command Line options also provide the ability to run simple enquiries such as getting an Account Balance, Hold Status or Product Stock Level.

Transpose can also export a wide variety of transactions including Accounts, Invoices, Orders, Products, Nominal Accounts, Transactions and Aged Balances. Exports are in XML format and can be configured to only export selected fields or records matching the specified criteria.

Transpose supports Foreign Currency and can dynamically create Sales and Purchase Accounts and Product records on import. Transpose can also use a “linking” field such as the Email address to relate Sage Accounts to data held in other applications which may be unaware of the Sage Account Reference.

Import Types

The main import types are what Sage terms Audit File Transactions which are imported directly into the Ledgers and the Invoice Import format which is used to import Sales Invoices, Sales Orders and Purchase Orders.

Other import formats are available to import Sales and Purchase Accounts, Product Records, Projects Charges, Stock Transactions and Memos. These import types are in general very similar to the standard Sage Import formats but have additional import fields for items not available via the standard import.

Audit File Transaction Import

This option uses the same import file format as Sage Line 50. Many applications support this format as standard, so this is a good choice if you can't change the import  file format. Unlike the Sage Line 50 Import function, Transpose will group transactions with the same Invoice Reference and Date together so that they appear as a single line on a  statement. Transpose will also ensure that the same transactions are only processed once. 

This type of Import is normally used when the actual Invoices are not created in Sage and you just need to get the details into the accounts. It is also used to import Purchase Invoice, Journals and other base transactions.

Alternatively, the transactions can be imported as Sage Product Invoices using a stock code of S1. This option would be used where you want Sage Line 50 to create the Invoices and is most useful if you are not able to change the import file format.

Sales Invoice Import Format.

This option uses a slightly different import file format and can be used to create Sales Invoices and Credits as if they had been entered via the Sage Line 50 Invoicing module.

Invoices using Stock or Special (S1,S2,S3) items can be created. The documents can be imported as Invoices (Product or Service Format) or Sales Orders. The format is also used to import Purchase Orders. Service Item Text can include Line Feeds and can be automatically split into the Description and Details fields on the Invoice Item Line.

There are a wide variety of Import options to cater for most import needs. For example, details such as the Stock Item Description and Account Address can be taken from the Import file or directly from Sage. Net and VAT amounts can be supplied or calculated by Transpose using Sage Price Lists to automatically get the Best price. Invoice Numbers can be generated by Sage or taken from the Import file. 

Data Validation

Transpose ensures that all import data is correct before running the actual import. 

Import data can be viewed and edited using the Transpose built in Editor with all data errors are highlighted and the reason for the error clearly shown.

Transpose can also check that the transactions don't already exist in Sage, thus ensuring that import files are only processed once. Stock Levels can also be checked prior to the actual import.

Transpose Import Maps

Transpose has a powerful import “mapping” function that allows the Import Data fields to be mapped onto the required import format thus allowing the import of data without having to change the original import layout. The Map can look up and substitute values in the import file, insert fixed values, add counter fields and just use part of an import field  (e.g. first 10 characters). 

Transpose can also use import files that are not in CSV format. A definition is created that “splits” the Import line at the specified columns when the file is imported.

Other Facilities

Transpose can read import files from any folder on the local computer or network. The files may be imported manually, hourly or at a specified daily time.

Once processed, the files are moved to an output directory and a number of reports generated. An email can also be sent indicating whether the import was successful (Requires Outlook to be installed).

Transpose can help if there are some differences between the Application being exported from and Sage. For example, Account References can be "mapped" (i.e. Account "FRED-01" can be mapped to "FRED01"). 

Transpose supports multiple Sage Companies. The dataset can be selected on Import or by Command Line parameter.

Tools are provided to convert Unix format files to Windows format and Tab Delimited to CSV.

Transpose can run a Script prior to the processing of each import file. (A sample script is provided). This enables virtually any customer specific processing to be performed automatically prior to the Import process.

Transpose can use an “INI” file to allow the application to be pre-configured for specific customer requirements. The Ini file can be automatically created from the existing configuration.

Import Maps can also be transferred between installations.

Sage Third Party Activation Key (SDO)

The program will require an Activation key from Sage and also after 30 days or 30 runs, a licence code from the developer. Sage will only issue Third Party Activation keys to registered users of Sage Line 50. Sage do not charge for the key.

An SDO key is required for all applications that use the Sage Data Objects (SDO).
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
